| know that students can download the Kindle or iBooks version of this book for $9.99, but since the
online content is always in flux, I'm not sure how closely the ebooks correlate to the online readings.
This also makes printing the book a bit tricky, but to be fair, the major benefits from this book come
from its cloud-based, interactive, online format. Boundless does not have built-in screen reading
software, but they recommend students with visual disabilities use Clearly by Evernote to listen to the
text. There is also a difference between the free books and the enhanced books with study tools
(519.99 each), but the difference may be difficult for students to figure out (i.e., they may accidentally
purchase the book when looking for the free version). This is reminiscent of Flat World Knowledge
before they eradicated their free online options.
