• The answer keys state that the “correct answers are bolded,” but the answers are not 
bolded (though they are on the PDF version). “Patronado” should be spelled “Patronato” 
in section 2.2.2 (“The Spanish in the Age of Discovery”) or page 33 in the PDF version. 
“Grenada” should be “Granada” in the same section and page as stated in the previous 
sentence. Other issues include: 

o It is standard practice to refer to Bartolomé de las Casas by his Spanish name 
rather than the anglicized version “Bartholomew de las Casas” (see pages 79 and 
89 in PDF or sections 3.3.1 and 3.4.2 in online version). The same holds true for 



José de Anchieta, which is spelled as Joseph de Anchieta on page 89 (section 
3.4.2). 

o “Hernán do de Soto” should be “Hernándo de Soto” on page 83 (sections 3.3). 
o In the phrase “However, The Jesuit experience in Canada,” the “t” in “the” 

should be lower-case (page 94 or section 3.5.1). 
o I believe that “foordways” should be “foodways” (page 99 or section 3.6).
